Dear Dr. Hudson:

This is a telemedicine visit for Mr. Batterbee with diabetic nephropathy, hypertension, proteinuria and history of right nephrectomy.  His last visit was August 24, 2021.  He does travel to Florida for the warm months and he leaves in September and then returns in May so he is actually in Florida for the majority of the year, but he does live up here near his daughter from May until September again.  He states he has been feeling well.  He walks regularly and does get a lot of exercise, he play to go off not recently though.  He did have right shoulder reconstructive surgery several ligaments were torn or reattached and he is undergoing physical therapy and rehab at this point.  It is getting less painful and he had used tramadol, but that is rarely used if at all now and he does use some CBD oil and that is at bedtime for pain.  He does not use any oral nonsteroidal antiinflammatory drugs for pain.  He denies headaches or dizziness.  No chest pain or palpitations.  No dyspnea, cough or sputum production.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No edema or claudication symptoms.  Urine is clear without cloudiness, foaminess or blood.

Physical Examination:  The only vital sign the patient could get today for us was his weight 210 pounds.

Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done June 21, 2022, his creatinine is 1.1, which is stable, estimated GFR is 67, sodium 141, potassium is 3.9, his calcium is 9.5, hemoglobin 14.2 with a normal white count, normal platelets, carbon dioxide was 29 and phosphorus is 2.7.

Assessment and Plan:  Diabetic nephropathy with preserved kidney function, history of right nephrectomy, proteinuria and hypertension.  The patient will continue to have lab studies done every three to six months.  He will follow a low-salt diabetic diet and he will be rechecked by this practice in the next 12 months after he returns from Florida again.
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All issues discussed with the patient at length.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
