PLAN: Tresiba dose was kept at same level, but we decreased NovoLog insulin to 3 units in the morning and 3 units in the afternoon and she will not take any NovoLog in the evening. We are going to discontinue Janumet as Janumet XR can give diarrhea. The patient will monitor blood sugars and we will increase the dose of insulin if blood sugars go high.
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
