HISTORY: This is an 18-year-old with discharge from his right eye. The patient stated this started approximately seven days ago and stated he was seen by a provider via video visit and was prescribed some polymyxin eye drops. He stated he used those with no improvement. He described pain as dull, rated pain 5/10, increases with light and touch. He stated pain is nonradiating and confined to his right eye.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

MEDICATIONS: Polymyxin ophthalmic drops.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: None.

FAMILY HISTORY: None.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies blurred vision. Denies double vision. He denies pain around. He denies neck pain. Denies chills or myalgia. Denies increased temperature.
The patient denies trauma.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in mild distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 100% at room air.

Blood pressure 127/76.

Pulse 82.

Respirations 16.

Temperature 98.8.
HEENT: Normal. Right Eye: Conjunctiva is injected. There is whitish yellowish discharge. Orbit and lids: No edema. No erythema. No tenderness to palpation.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
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EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Acute conjunctivitis.

2. Eye discharge.

3. Acute corneal abrasion.

PROCEDURE: Fluorescein stain, right eye.

The patient was explained the procedure. Gave consent. Mother was also present who okayed for me to go ahead and stain the child’s eye.

Two drops of tetracaine ophthalmic were placed in the patient’s right eye after which fluorescein stain was used to dye the eye.
Wood’s lamp was used to examine eye. There is a corneal abrasion at approximately 5 o’clock. There is diffuse uptake in the conjunctiva.
Visual Acuity: The patient counts fingers bilaterally with no difficulties.

The patient was discharged with the following medication: TobraDex 0.3/0.1% ophthalmic solution two drops t.i.d. for 10 days, 10 mL.
Mother was advised to go to the emergency room if the child does not get better within a day or two, to come back to the clinic if we are open. She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.

The patient also states he has no questions.
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
