She complained of diarrhea with plain metformin and wanted to try metformin ER; metformin ER 1000 mg twice a day prescription given to the patient. The second problem is the patient had EGD and colonoscopy and EGD showed essentially normal, but a small Schatzki’s ring. The patient feels sore throat after the EGD, which is normal. I did not want to do a proper throat exam and all in view of the recent COVID cases increased and explained to the patient that. I will see her in the office if she starts running fever or coughing or anything else. There were some questions about the patient’s diabetic foot exam that was done the other day and the diabetic foot exam was essentially normal except the patient has slight more swelling in the left ankle because the varicose veins are much more on the left side compared to the right side and the patient has seen almost every specialist known for her medical problems, hence I examined the feet again. She has stasis dermatitis of the legs and she has no hair over the legs because of chronic venous insufficiency and she will be seen in the office in a month.
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
