History: Ms. Radle was seen today after her blood work. She has macrocytosis. She has been getting B12 injections and her B12 level was 1400, but her iron was low and the iron-binding capacity was high. The patient was advised colonoscopy in view of low iron. The patient is totally resistant to it. She states her bowels got messed up after her hysterectomy. I told her we are going to start with Cologuard testing. I told her that after person is menopausal low iron usually comes because of slow GI bleed or not able to absorb iron and that colonoscopy is in order, but since she refuses it, we will start with Cologuard and, if Cologuard is positive, she will go for colonoscopy. This seems to be a shared medical decision. She was started on oral iron and hydroxy B12 was given. Oral iron bisglycinate was given to her. Rest of the exam is as in the chart. I will see her in the office in a month.
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
