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Patient Name: Douglas McMurry
Date of Exam: 06/27/2022
History: Mr. McMurry was seen today as an emergency with chief complaints of cough and shortness of breath. He states his wife had similar problem last week and now he got it. He is a noncompliant African American male who comes in only when he is sick and that day ends up getting all the refills and does not show up for long. To note, he has had a heart catheterization last year and found to have nonischemic cardiomyopathy. He is on Entresto and furosemide. He wanted his medicines refilled, but today, he had cough, congestion and severe tight wheezing. He is a nonsmoker. He has no hemoptysis. He has no chest pains, but shortness of breath at rest and on exertion.

Physical Examination:

General: The patient is awake, alert and oriented and drove himself to the office.

Head: Normocephalic.

Eyes: Pupils are equal and reacting to light.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruit. Thyroid is not palpable.

Chest: Severe inspiratory and expiratory rhonchi.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular. No gallop. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly.

Extremities: No phlebitis. No edema.

The Patient’s Diagnosis is: Severe acute asthmatic bronchitis.
Plan: Plan is to give him a Breztri inhaler, Zithromax Z-PAK, Medrol Dosepak, and Delsym cough syrup sample and see him in the office in a week. As usual, he wanted refill of all the medicines sent to H-E-B on Villa Maria, which will be done.
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
