Ms. Lain is a 65-year-old woman who presented to the emergency room in 2021, with abdominal pain, fatigue, exertional dyspnea for two weeks. Her hemoglobin was found to be at 6.2, which dropped to 5.6 after IV fluid, platelets 929,000 with CEA of 6840. CT scan showed obstruction, ascending colon mass, liver mets up to 6 cm, lung mets up to 3.5 cm with *__________* mesenteric disease and masses found. The patient underwent cecostomy. Liver metastasis biopsy showed adenocarcinoma consistent with colon primary. PET scan showed evidence of metastasis as was noted above. The patient was started on chemotherapy subsequently on or about the end of 2021, where the patient developed episodes of chest pain, neuropathy, moderate to severe diarrhea, abdominal pain to the point that the patient required hospitalization end of May 2022, and shortness of breath. After subsequent discussion with the patient, the patient’s family and sister, the patient was taken off the chemo. The patient does have issues with pain, severe weakness, anorexia where Megace was started and worsening metastasis as was described above. The patient is expected to do poorly with innumerable liver metastases, large left perihilar metastasis x2, hepatic metastatic disease both one large lesion as well as smaller lesions, subsequent progression of the disease despite therapy, large ascites requiring hospice care and continuation of chemotherapy. The patient and family are aware of the grave prognosis and most likely has less than six months to live and is very hospice appropriate. Hospice nurse will help in educating the patient and family regarding pain medication and the patient’s disease process and keep her comfortable till she passes on.
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
