HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 34-year-old female presents to the clinic complaining of back pain and lower stomach pain. She thinks she might have a yeast infection. She states it does burn to pee. Mother wanted her evaluated for a UTI and to see if she can take any medication to help her relax.
ALLERGIES: The patient is allergic to WELLBUTRIN and BACTRIM.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Discussed with mother and placed in chart.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, seizure, GERD, *________* migraines, and anxiety.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Discussed with mother and placed in chart.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies drugs, ETOH, or smoke.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: See HPI.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert, appropriate for age, well nourished, and well groomed.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 138/94. Heart rate 91. Respiratory rate 16. Temperature 97.6. O2 saturation 97%. She weighs 333 pounds.

HEENT: Mucous membranes are moist. Pupils are PERL.
NECK: No JVD. Normal range of motion.
LUNGS: Respirations are even, unlabored. Clear to auscultation bilaterally.

HEART: S1 and S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds x 4.

EXTREMITIES: Normal range of motion. No edema.
NEUROLOGIC: A&O x 4. Gait is steady.

SKIN: Warm and dry. No rash. No lesions.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Vaginal yeast infection. The patient did do a UA in the office which was completely unremarkable. Mother states that she has been taking multiple bubble baths throughout the day which we do believe have caused a yeast infection. So, we will treat her with Diflucan prescription. She will continue to drink lots of water and she will take melatonin at night to help with sleep. I do not want to add any additional medication right now, as she is being seen by a neurologist having multiple tests done for her dizziness episodes. I am also going to refer her to see Dr. Klem here in town for cardiology for possible stress test and echo, but I told mother that she can finish with her neurology testing and then follow up with Dr. Klem. If her symptoms do continue to worse, she needs to proceed right to the emergency room to be evaluated immediately. Mother does agree with the plan of care and she was given an opportunity to ask questions, she has none at this time.
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
