CHIEF COMPLAINT: An 88-year-old African-American male evaluated preoperatively.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is an 88-year-old African American male who is known to have superficial transitional cell carcinoma of the bladder which was resected in 2008. At that time, he underwent instillation with mitomycin. He subsequently had several procedures for treatment of the transitional cell tumor. The patient is now noted to have severe dementia and he is apparently being evaluated preoperatively. He is unable to give a history and the history is obtained from the medical records. 
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Bladder tumor.
2. Diabetes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Knee surgery.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS:

1. Glyburide 5 mg take two daily.

2. Atorvastatin 40 mg one h.s.
3. Tamsulosin 4 mg one h.s. 
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He is a retired pipe fitter. He has a distant history of cigarette smoking, but has not smoked in greater than 20 years. 
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

Constitutional: He has fatigue and weakness.

SKIN: He has color changes in both hands.

Eyes: He has glaucoma. He has impaired vision and wears glasses. 
Ears: He has decreased hearing and wears hearing aids.
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Nose: He has sneezing and sinus problems.

Oral cavity: He has dentures.

Cardiac: He has swollen feet.

Gastrointestinal: He has had diarrhea and constipation.

Genitourinary: He has incontinence.

Neurologic: He has headache and memory impairment.

Review of systems otherwise is unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 132/61, pulse 69, respiratory rate 18, height 68”, weight 188.6 pounds.

Extremities: 2 to 3+ pitting edema.
ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 64 beats per minute and otherwise unremarkable. 
IMPRESSION: An 88-year-old male who was seen preoperatively. He is found to have increased edema. He has diabetes. He has *__________*. He has history of transitional cell carcinoma. The etiology of his edema is not entirely clear. Need to rule out congestive heart failure. He will require echo to evaluate left ventricular function and diastolic function. In the interim, I will start him on Bumex 2 mg p.o. b.i.d. He is to follow up in two to four weeks.
