CHIEF COMPLAINT: Shortness of breath x2 weeks.

HPI: The patient is a 26-year-old male with complaints of shortness of breath. He stated that he was doing well until approximately two weeks earlier at which time he noted shortness of breath. He described symptoms of having been occurring spontaneously. He stated that he worked out that morning late at work realized some shortness of breath. He stated that symptoms are always present and is sometimes worse with activity. He reports occasional skip heartbeats. On the Sunday approximately two weeks ago, he reported or noted symptoms of palpitations. He stated he was seen at the emergency room. Workup was negative. Shortness of breath is sometimes worse at night and especially in the supine position.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Sciatica.

2. COVID-19.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hernia repair as a baby.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: AMOXICILLIN ?.

FAMILY HISTORY: Paternal grandmother with CVA. Mother with aneurysm of the brain.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He notes occasional alcohol, but denies cigarette smoking or drug use.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
