Mrs. Stevenson was seen regarding hypertension, diabetes mellitus type II, history of depression, and osteoarthritis.

History: Mrs. Stevenson is under hospice care. She has been sleeping more and eating less and she is under hospice for about two months. She says almost nothing. She does get recurrent urinary tract infection.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Temperature 98.4, pulse 62, respiratory rate 16, blood pressure 96/60, and O2 saturation 92%. At this point in time, she is not on medications. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Nontender.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mrs. Stevenson has hypertension and currently stable without any medications.

2. She has diabetes mellitus and there is no signs of hyper or hypoglycemia.

3. She has osteoarthritis is stable. She may continue with hospice medications for pain control if needed.

4. Depression is baseline, but she has much poverty of speech. She can move feet and toe randomly, but she could not follow commands. She has no edema and pedal pulses are palpable. A foot exam was done. Sensation intact. Motor as above. Pulses are 1+. No edema. No gangrene or ulcer. Lungs and cardiovascular exam were unremarkable.
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
