ENDOSCOPY REPORT

PATIENT: Lambert, Carlton
DATE OF BIRTH: 12/10/1972
DATE OF PROCEDURE: 06/27/22

PHYSICIAN: Shams Tabrez, M.D.

INDICATIONS FOR PROCEDURE: Colon cancer screening, constipation, and left upper quadrant pain.

ANESTHESIA: Sedation was given with MAC anesthesia, given by the anesthesiologist, Dr. Chandra.

The patient was monitored during the procedure with blood pressure, pulse oximetry, and electrocardiogram done periodically.

PROCEDURE PERFORMED: Colonoscopy.

INSTRUMENT: Olympus video colonoscope.

DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: After informed consent was signed and obtained from the patient, the patient was placed in the left lateral decubitus position. After adequate sedation was achieved, the scope was placed into the rectum, rectosigmoid, descending colon, splenic flexure, transverse colon, to the hepatic flexure. The patient had poorly prepped colon. A decision was done to discontinue the procedure. The scope was straightened. Air was suctioned. The scope was removed. The procedure was terminated and the patient tolerated the procedure well with no complications.
FINDINGS:
1. Colonoscopy up to the hepatic flexure.

2. Poorly prepped colon throughout, could not have good visualization. A decision was done to discontinue the procedure.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

1. Repeat colonoscopy with adequate prep. Follow up in one to two weeks after that.
2. High fiber diet. Colace 100 mg three times daily. Metamucil fiber two tablespoonfuls daily, prune juice, and milk of magnesia on a p.r.n. basis.

3. Because of left upper quadrant pain, recommend the patient to have a CT abdomen and pelvis without contrast to rule out any intraabdominal or pelvic pathology as a cause of abdominal pain.

The patient tolerated the procedure well with no complications.
