Denies any side effects.  The patient kidney function is about 5%.  The patient is currently on hemodialysis.  The patient denies any hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria, and dysphagia.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY
End-stage renal disease.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS
Requip 0.25 mg, up to four pills at night.
ALLERGIES
No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY
The patient is married with two children.  The patient is an IT support analyst.  The patient does not smoke.  The patient does not drink alcohol.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.
FAMILY HISTORY

There is no family history of similar medical condition.
IMPRESSION
The restless leg syndrome.  It is likely due to the end-stage renal disease.  The patient has been taking Requip.  It has been very effective for him.  The patient is taking Requip 0.25 mg pills, four pills a night.
RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Explained to the patient of the above diagnosis.

2. The patient continued to take the Requip 1 mg, one pill at night.
3. Explained to the patient common side effects from medication.
4. Recommend the patient followup me on July 25, 2022.
