HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 67-year-old male, with chief complaint of memory loss.  Majority of the history is provided by his case manager.  According to the case manager, the patient has been having short-term memory loss.  Majority of the memory loss is short-term memory loss.  The patient is able to preserve long-term memory better.  The patient will forget about medications.  The patient forgetting whether he took the medication.  The patient will forget about appointment time.  The patient would have naming difficulties.  These symptoms have been happening since August 2021.  He denies any hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria, and dysphagia.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY
1. Atrial fibrillation.
2. High blood pressure.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS
1. Atenolol.

2. Aspirin 81 mg per day.

The patient is single with two children.  The patient is currently unemployed and retired.  The patient drinks alcohol in a weekly basis.  The patient does not drink alcohol.
FAMILY HISTORY

Mother has Alzheimer’s disease.
NEUROLOGICAL EXAMINATION
MENTAL STATUS EXAMINATION:  The patient is awake and alert.  The patient knows today is June 24, 2022.  Serial 7s is 5/5.  Five-minute short-term recall is 0/3.  The patient knows the President of United States is Biden.  The patient knows the previous holiday is Memorial Day.  The patient knows the next holiday is Fourth of July.
IMPRESSION
Mild cognitive impairment versus early dementia.  The patient has five-minute short-term recall is 0/3.  The patient is oriented to time, date and situation.  Serial 7s is 5/5.  The patient knows the holiday.  The patient knows the name of the President of United States.  The patient has significant short-term memory deficit.  His long-term memory is better preserved.  This is likely Alzheimer’s disease symptoms.
RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Explained to the patient of the above diagnosis.

2. Explained to the case manager of the above diagnosis.

3. We will start the patient on memantine 10 mg once a day.
4. I will call the lab, to see if he has done some general medical metabolic workup.

5. I will also schedule the patient for an EEG study, to evaluate for background swelling.
6. Explained the patient common side effects.
7. Recommend the patient followup me in a month.
