The patient tells me every time she sleeps on the right ear, she would feel pain in the right ear.  The patient tells me that the head pain is mild.  It is 2/10.  It is not severe.  There is no blurred vision.  There is no ringing in the ears.  The patient tells me that she has some inner ear imbalance difficulties in the past, which is to suggest car sickness easily.  The patient denies any blurriness.  Denies any hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria, and dysphagia.  The patient had a CT scan done at ValleyCare Medical Center in June 23, 2022, there was negative study.  The patient tells me that she also had ear looked at and that was all normal according to the patient.

IMPRESSION
The right head pain, above the right ear.  The patient tells me that she has been having these symptoms mostly in the right temporal head area.  The patient tells me that she does not have any tinnitus.  She tells me that she has ear looked at already and that was normal. The patient also has head CT scan done at ValleyCare Medical Center, in June 23, 2022 and it was normal.  The patient is currently taking tramadol and it is helping this.
RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Explained to the patient of the above diagnosis.

2. We will order brain MRI, to definitively evaluate for any intracranial lesions.
3. The patient is already taking tramadol, it is helping the pain.
4. I will also offer the patient daily preventative headache medication.  The patient has declined.  She would like to get the MRI first.
5. Also explained the patient common signs and symptoms for acute stroke, which include hemiparesis and hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria, and dysphagia. 
6. Explained the patient to go to the nearest emergency room if she develops any of those signs and symptoms.
