CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of rashes and right foot pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that rashes started last week and it was minimal, but now started getting more and it is pruritic. The patient used over-the-counter medication without much relief.

The patient also complained of right foot pain and it is worse upon exertion. It started after she walked at the grocery store and the pain level is 4 or 5 and it is relieved after resting.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied fever, chills, exposure to any allergies or infection, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or falling down episodes.

OBJECTIVE:
Heart examination and lung examinations are unremarkable.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or pedal edema. Right foot examination reveals tenderness of the plantar fascia without any deformity and weightbearing is painful.

The patient has rashes on the upper extremities. It is few spots of erythema without any open wounds.
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
