CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left knee pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that 10 days ago he twisted his left knee after that the patient had pain. It was tolerable, but for past three days pain has been more and pain level is about 6 or 7 and it is worse upon exertion. There is no direct trauma.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied nausea, vomiting, headache, fever, chills, cough, chest pain, shortness of breath, leg swelling or calf swelling, rashes or open wounds.

OBJECTIVE:
Heart and lung examinations are within normal limits.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema or tremors.

Left knee examination reveals tenderness of the knee joint and the range of movement is restricted due to pain and weightbearing is much painful. There are no skin changes.
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
