History: Mr. Scerra has had problem with hematuria and subsequent workup determined the patient has urothelial carcinoma. He was having some problem with prostate too. He underwent UroLift surgery. Dr. Bhavsar, the urologist, still suggests he take tamsulosin 0.4 mg once a day. He was having repeated bleeding because of Plavix. Plavix was discontinued and the patient did well so far off Plavix. He was taking Plavix because he has had one stent put in, in his heart. The patient states because of all these manipulations and treatment he has developed some hemorrhoids and has some itching on the hemorrhoids and wanted some medicine for the hemorrhoids. The patient was given Analpram HC cream to be applied locally. Dr. Bhavsar’s recent note noted he has told him to start on BCG injected in the bladder once a week for six weeks and then tapering the dose starting September 25 and his bladder has healed a little bit. Overall, he has done well. His med list reconciled. He does get Avastin shots in the eyes for his vision problem. So, after he was admitted to the hospital with hematuria and grade I urothelial cancer diagnosis in April 2022 and June 2022 after his hematuria stopped, he had another cystoscopy and they did not find any additional cancer and had the UroLift surgery done in addition. The patient overall feels good. He is going to be seen in the office in August. The rest of the exam is as in the chart. I have added Analpram HC cream 1% to his medication list.
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
