Last time, when he was feeling very bad and dehydrated, I did some lab work which was just couple of weeks ago. The lab work was essentially normal. At that time, I had sent him to the ER too. I have told him to come back and see me if he is feeling worse or go to the ER if he is feeling worse. Past records reviewed. Med list reconciled. Extensive education to the patient about hydration done. His last A1c was 6.4 and I congratulated him for that.
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
