This is a telehealth visit.
History: Ms. McCombs was seen with fatigue and dehydration several days ago. She had an appointment today and she called and canceled as she was not feeling well. I had also sent her for lab work because this patient is 95 years old and is sitting on a thin piece of thread as to how she is doing. I checked the labs. The labs showed very high potassium of 5.9. The patient had reduced the dose of Lasix 40 mg, I had made it twice a week. This time, she has reduced it to once a week. I advised her to take 40 mg Lasix every day for the next two days and then definitely keep her appointment to see me on Thursday. This way; the patient has chronic congestive heart failure and atrial fibrillation, I am planning to go ahead and improve her cardiac function by increasing her furosemide. We had earlier reduced the dose because of the patient getting dehydrated in the summer, but I think right now CHF may be more of a problem. So, we have to bring the potassium down. I did not want to use Kayexalate at this time, as she did not want to have anything that could cause her diarrhea. She will be seen in the office on Thursday.
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
