History: Ms. King was seen today in the office. Ms. King has:

1. Diabetes mellitus.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. History of vision problem in her right eye; problem with field of vision.

5. History of stroke that affected her right upper and right lower extremity.
The patient states the home health comes to her office once a month, but does not give her any physical therapy and the patient states they come, check the vital signs and leave. The patient’s stroke has improved significantly. She was walking without a cane. Her right leg has improved significantly. Right upper extremity weakness persists, but she is able to lift her right arm against gravity and she is not able to raise it above her head. The grip in the right hand is weak too. She states that she needs home care. She needs help with cooking and cleaning because of the condition of her stroke especially affecting right side. I told her that that would be home care services, which she needs to call and arrange, and the patient understands that. The patient does not want to do mammogram. She has not seen an eye doctor this year. She does not want bone density. She states she will try to think of those things in next couple of months, but currently she is not interested doing any of those tests. The patient’s report for evoked potential testing was discussed with the patient.
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
