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This is an 86-year-old gentleman is being seen today for face-to-face evaluation. This is unresponsive and non-communicative 86-year-old man with multiple history of lacunar strokes in the past. The patient is total ADL dependent, bedridden and never gets out of bed, nonverbal, bowel and bladder incontinent. He is able to swallow only small amount of pureed/mechanically soft diet. He also has generalized weakness and some severe muscle weakness in the upper and lower extremities. Since last evaluation, the patient has lost more weight. It is impossible to know how much because the patient is bedbound. The patient had been treated for urinary tract infection most recently with Cipro 500 mg twice a day. The patient is developing contractures about the upper and lower extremities and continues to be totally ADL dependent and continues to have bowel and bladder incontinence. He has very little appetite. He is becoming more and more non-verbal. At one time, he was able to speak a few words, but he is not able to do so at this time. The patient’s condition has definitely worsened since the last visit. The condition has definitely worsened since the last visit.

The patient and family have had long discussion regarding PEG tube placement and it was decided against any type of placement or any kind of mechanical feeling at this time. The patient is expected to continue to lose weight with very little appetite and most likely suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition as well as can be appreciated severe muscle wasting about the lower extremity as well as the temporal region.
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
