William Wollscheid was seen for evaluation of hypothyroidism.

He has had episodes of shortness of breath, tachycardia, and was hospitalized in the recent past with atrial fibrillation, which spontaneously converted. He appears to be in intermittent atrial fibrillation with regular sinus rhythm.

Past medical history is significant for anxiety and elevated left hemidiaphragm since 2002.

Family history is positive for thyroid disorders.

Social History: He is mechanical engineer who previous had been in the navy, but has not been exposed to toxic materials to his knowledge.

He does not smoke and occasionally drinks alcohol.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 118/70, weight 248 pounds, and BMI is 34.6. Pulse was 52 per minute, regular sinus rhythm. The thyroid gland was not palpable. There was no abnormal lymph nodes or masses are palpable in the neck. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

I reviewed previous test, which include free T4 1.9 and TSH 0.07, partially suppressed.

IMPRESSION: Hypothyroxinemia, possibly related to excessive thyroid hormone administration.

His levothyroxine has been changed to 0.112 mg daily.

I recommend followup in due course with repeat thyroid function test.
