This is a letter on behalf of Mrs. Kent who has a history of IgM nephropathy with nephrotic range proteinuria confirmed by two renal biopsies, responding very well to Acthar with significant improvement of proteinuria over the years, now not nephrotic range.  Kidney function for the most part is stabilizing, minimal edema, on a full dose of diuretics, blood pressure medications ARB Cozaar, Aldactone. When she did have active nephrotic syndrome, she developed severe venous and arterial complications of thrombosis eventually ending up in the right-sided below-the-knee amputation.  This medication has been her life-saving event, will require treatment long-term.  We are appreciative of your support for the patient.
