CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with chief complaint of heartburn.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has heartburn on and off, but for past 10 days it has been more persistent and the patient took over-the-counter antacid without much relief. The patient did not have any nausea or vomiting.
