CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with persistent cough and recent history of COVID infection.

The patient still had cough, but it is nonproductive and he is using benzonatate 200 mg twice a day and the cough is more in nighttime when he lay down. There was no blood in the saliva.

OBJECTIVE:

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
