CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of varicose veins in both legs with pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has varicose veins for many years and now it has pain especially he is working now for standing hours and he has pain in both the legs and minimal swelling on the feet. He does not have any swelling of the calf or pain in the calf. The patient has no history of DVT.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, or urinary or bowel incontinence. The patient denied any back pain or rashes.

OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: Has trace of edema on the feet and varicose veins are prominence especially on the right side. There is no calf tenderness, swelling or redness of the skin or open wounds or ulcers.
