CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right-sided upper back pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he noticed right-sided upper back pain two days ago and it is worse today. The pain level is 5 or 6 and the patient works as a waiter in a restaurant and he carries heavy trays and since yesterday the patient is doing light work and the pain does not radiate to the hand. The patient has not used any medications.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied weight gain, dizziness, headache, fall, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or leg swelling or calf swelling.

OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals tenderness of the right upper thoracic soft tissues and range of movement of the shoulders is painful on the right scapular area. There are no skin lesions.
