CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of trace of edema on the legs and followup for hypertension.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has swelling of both the legs. He is feeling better now compared to last time, but swelling of the feet is still present. He does not have any chest pain or shortness of breath. He has varicose veins, but he is following the instructions of evaluating the legs and varicose veins are less painful.

The patient stated that his blood pressure was slightly elevated at home, but diastolic heart rate has been normal.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight gain, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, urinary or bowel incontinence, calf swelling or calf pain, or rashes.

OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: Trace of pedal edema without any calf tenderness. Varicose veins are less prominent and there are no open wounds or ulcers. The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
