CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of nasal obstruction and hypertension.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has difficulty breathing through the nose and he has nasal septal deviation for many years. The patient sometimes breathes through mouth and that time causing dryness of mouth, but there is no fever or chills and there was no bleeding.

The patient also has hypertension. At home, his systolic blood pressure this morning was 160/74 and the pulse was 60 per minute.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight gain, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

OBJECTIVE:
