CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left eye blurry vision, irregular heartbeat, loss of taste, and numbness and tingling of the extremities.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he had an eye examination recently and found to have cataract in left eye. He is scheduled for surgery.

The patient has irregular heart beats on and off and he has a history of paroxysmal atrial fibrillation. The patient currently is on Eliquis 5 mg twice a day.

The patient experienced loss of taste and his COVID test was negative and he has mostly dryness of mouth.

The patient has diabetic neuropathy affecting his lower extremities. The patient is currently on gabapentin 100 mg three times a day and it will be increased. The patient denied any falling down or loss of balance.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight gain, dizziness, headache, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of upper and lower extremities, low back pain or snoring.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for chronic bronchitis and he is on albuterol inhaler two puffs four times a day as needed. The patient has history of hypertension and he is on diltiazem 120 mg once a day, furosemide 20 mg once a day, metoprolol 25 mg once a day, along with low salt diet.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on simvastatin 40 mg once a day along with low fat diet.

The patient has a history of diabetes mellitus and he is on pioglitazone 30 mg once a day and metformin 750 mg once a day along with low carb diet.

MEDICATIONS: All other medications are also reviewed and reconciled.
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OBJECTIVE:

HEENT: Examination reveals normal conjunctivae and oropharyngeal examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact without any focal deficits. The patient has sensory impairment of the extremities due to diabetes. Gait is steady, but is slow due to knee arthritis and pain.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: No significant abnormality at this time.
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
