PATIENT NAME: Garcia, Paula

DATE OF SERVICE: 06/28/2022

CHIEF COMPLAINT: Abdominal pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 72-year-old Hispanic female. The patient has not seen any physician for last three years. She complains of abdominal pain for last one month. The patient has mild nutrition, but patient says that she has been having same weight for last several years. We looked at her medical records and she weighed 78 pounds on September 18, 2009 at Medical Center Hospital. The patient weighs 88 pounds today.

PAST HISTORY ILLNESS: Mild nutrition, osteoporosis as per bone density in January 2015 at MCH, and gastroesophageal reflux disease.

PREVIOUS SURGERY: Tubal ligation.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Multiple vitamin daily, calcium 600 plus D one tablet daily and we had advised her to increase it to two tablets daily.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Smoking – The patient smokes one cigarette per day and she quit smoking six months ago. Alcohol – Denies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Not contributory.

PLAN: The patient had a normal colonoscopy on September 18, 2009. The patient is 72-year-old. She has a history of mild gastritis as per upper endoscopy in September 2009. The patient will come for fasting blood test after we have results of the blood test, we will consider CT scan of the abdomen and pelvis with and without contrast because she complains of generalized abdominal pain.
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
