PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Appendectomy.

ALLERGIES: None.

COVID IMMUNIZATION: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. He is 73 years old. He is from El Salvador. He is here with his family. He is only going to be here 20 more days.

FAMILY HISTORY: Some kind of stomach problems, but no cancer.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 138 pounds; no one can tell me if he has lost or gained weight. Oxygenation 99%. Temperature 98.3. Respirations 16. Pulse 66. Blood pressure 130/60.
NECK: Shows no JVD.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft. There is slight epigastric tenderness noted.
SKIN: Shows no rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Constipation.

2. Partial response to lactulose.

3. Has not had any blood test for a while.

4. Needs lab work.

5. Needs colonoscopy ASAP.

6. Ultrasound of the gallbladder, kidney and liver appears normal.

7. Needs a CT if the symptoms continue.

8. The patient is going to get the study in El Salvador because it is so much cheaper and he has no insurance.

9. Because of epigastric tenderness, I gave him Nexium 40 mg.

10. Blood work is the least they can do to make sure he is not anemic.

11. I explained to him just because the ultrasound does not show any abnormality does not mean that he does not have some kind of cancer or other abnormality, this needs to be worked up especially given the fact that he is 73 years old and his son seems to understand that logic.
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
