PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Temperature today 103.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Very mild tympanic membrane erythema noted bilaterally. Oral pharyngeal area very mild erythema, but grossly clear. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

ASSESSMENT: Viral COVID-19 infection. The patient will be given azithromycin per weight protocol, also for cough and mild congestion, the patient will be given Histex PD 0.3 mL b.i.d.

Mother will assist in monitoring the symptoms. The patient is to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest and excellent monitoring by the mother; if there are any issues or if there is a change in status, mother will call us immediately.
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
