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The patient was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that he was involved in multiple blast explosion.  Starting on March 29, 2003, the patient was in the Marine Corps.  The patient was in Iraq.  He was in combat situation.  The patient was in the frontline.  The patient tells me that on a daily basis, there was a blast explosions.  He was injured by the shockwave.  There was mortar round.  There is RPG explosions and fires.  They were very loud.  He tells me that every time there is an explosion, the patient become confused and disoriented.  The patient was never out of consciousness.  However, every time there is an explosion, the patient has confusion and disorientation.  The patient feels dazed out.  It could last anywhere from 5 to 15 minutes.  Denies any hemiparesis.

The patient tells me that since then, the patient has significant anxiety attacks and depression quite constantly.  The patient has debilitation.  The patient has hyperventilation.  The patient has headache.  The patient has significant forgetfulness.  The patient feels weak and fatigue.  The patient has mind racing thoughts.  The patient has paranoia.  The patient has a complete loss of libido.  The patient becomes very angry easily.  The patient is irritable.  The patient has restless leg syndrome and sometimes myoclonic jerks.  The patient also feels depressed and hopeless.  The patient has headaches frequently.

The patient is currently taking medication including clomiphene, testosterone injection, DHEA, and citalopram.

The patient is currently not working.  The patient’s last work was in July 2021.  The patient was bartender at that time.  The patient tells me that his anxiety and panic attacks affecting him at work.  The patient feels depressed at work.  The patient is crying all the time.  The patient tells me that his headaches also affect the work.  The patient was not able to be in the crowded situation.  The patient was not able to bartend anymore.  The patient has not worked for approximately one year.

The patient also has significant poor memory.  The patient is not able to remember orders. He was told by his supervisor that he is forgetting customers orders in the bar.  The patient is not able to remember orders for drinks.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient was involved in almost every single day of bomb explosions, motor rounds, blast explosions, and shockwave injury in a combat situation.  The patient tells me that every time there is an explosion, it is in a shockwave to him. The patient to have significant headaches, confusion, disorientation and confusion every time there is an explosion that can last for 5 to 15 minutes.  The patient becomes confused and disoriented.  This has happened almost on a daily basis.  It is my opinion that the repetitive shockwave and bomb explosions, is causing his traumatic brain injury symptoms.

The patient has poor memory.  The patient has cognitive deficit.  The patient’s memory is affected.  The patient also has headaches.  I believe that these are signs and symptoms of traumatic brain injury.  The patient also has disorientation and confusion during these explosions. 
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
