CHIEF COMPLAINT: This was a televisit.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has a burning sensation in the abdomen for several months and it is progressively getting worse. The patient goes twice a week for paracentesis. Now, he has a burning sensation in the peritoneum and it is worse after 24 or 48 hours post paracentesis and it gets worse as the fluid gets accumulated. He has seen a gastroenterologist at Lutheran General Hospital and has a followup appointment.

The patient also has end-stage renal disease on hemodialysis three times a week.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for portal hypertension, ascites, hypertension and end-stage renal disease requiring hemodialysis. The patient also requires paracentesis two times a week by interventional radiologist.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, cough, fever, chills, exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. The patient also denied any leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or skin rashes.

Physical examination is not done due to telemedicine.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction. He verbalized full understanding.
