CC: Fall followup.

HPI: A 70-year-old who ambulates independently had a fall in the dining room. The patient was found by staff on the floor and she is not able to give information and fortunately no injury. I observed her today walking about the unit. She is slow, slight stoop to her posture. She looks about randomly and gave me limited time to talk to her. Her daughter/POA and the patient was reportedly in good spirits though confused during her daughter’s visit.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient alert and looking about randomly.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 102/64, pulse 68, temperature 98.0, respirations 16, and O2 sat 95% and weight 119.4 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates independently and has a slow steady gait with short stride step, but does not appear to be looking at what is around her or in front of her when she walks.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation to self-only. She did not speak and when she does it is just random unable to give information.

SKIN: There is no bruising or skin tear noted.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Fall followup. No noted injury and does not use assistive device and it is not really consideration at this time and as to PT unlikely the patient would participate. So we will just watch for now.
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
