HPI: A 94-year-old had a fall in her room. She was found at bedside. Given her dementia, she was unable to give information. She sustained a skin tear above her left eyebrow that was cleaned and dressed and she has dressing on it today. When I asked her if it was uncomfortable or she had pain she denied and then just continued to talk randomly. She seems in good spirits, comes out for activities and meals, and dependent on full assist for six of six ADLs.

DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease end-stage, HTN, anxiety, depression, and mobility issues to include nonambulatory.

ALLERGIES: Codeine.

MEDICATIONS: Citalopram 10 mg q.d., omeprazole 40 mg q.d., propranolol 60 mg q.d., risperidone 0.5 mg b.i.d., senna plus b.i.d, and Sucralfate b.i.d.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Finger food.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Frail elderly female in wheelchair who appeared comfortable and was pleasant.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 117/54, pulse 61, temperature 97.1, respirations 18, and O2 sat 95% and weight 80.6 pounds.

CARDIAC: Irregularly irregular rhythm without M, R or G.
NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x1. She makes eye contact, but looks about randomly most of the time. When she speaks it soft volume and at times can be inappropriate response or generally random.

SKIN: Left side eyebrow with dressing band-aid in place. Remainder of her skin intact thought it is quite thin and papery in texture.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Fall followup Skin tear sustained and has been cared for by staff and healing process. We will continue to monitor.
