CC: Fall followup.

HPI: An 89-year-old found in his room on floor beside bed. He was unable to give any information as to how that occurred. The patient is in a wheelchair that he has difficulty propelling. He did sustain skin tears. The patient is seen today in the living room area by the fireplace. He was pleasant when I approached him. I pointed out his skin injuries and he made some random comments but denied pain. The patient comes out for meals, but his day spent sitting in front of the fireplace, which he seems to enjoy.

DIAGNOSES: Vascular dementia with a decrease in BPSD, gait instability along with neck and truncal instability in manual wheelchair, Afib, anxiety, peripheral neuropathy and HLD.

MEDICATIONS: ASA 81 mg q.d, divalproex 375 mg q.a.m and h.s. with 125 mg at 3 p.m., Prozac 10 mg q.d., and Lasix 20 mg q.d.

ALLERGIES: PCN.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient was groomed and sitting quietly in front of the fireplace.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 129/77, pulse 74, temperature 97.4, respirations 16, and O2 sat 96% and weight 157.1 pounds.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x1. He makes eye contact. His speech is clear. He just made a few comments that were general, but could not give information as to his fall.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He tends to lean to the right. He can propel the manual wheelchair short distances stops to rest and then goes on. He has trace ankle edema.

SKIN: He had skin tears on his right hand and his left forearm Steri Strips were placed to a large skin tear with evidence of bleeding. Remainder of his skin was intact.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Fall with skin tears. They are dressed and healing. He denies any pain, not able to use his call light.

2. BPSD by history. As dementia has progressed as have behavioral issues, we will decrease a.m. and h.s Depakote to 250 mg and discontinue mid day dose and see how he does.
