CC: Increased nausea.
HPI: A 96-year-old with end-stage vascular dementia seen in room. She was actually sitting up in a wheelchair good posture. She made eye contact when I entered the room she said a few words that will clear and appropriate as though she was asking me a question. She had some Oreos in a sandwich bag that she was able to open and started eating. She has a lifelong friend Ron who has been staying with her this Friday will be two weeks. He came to stay with her with the understanding that it may be only two to three weeks. When he first got here the patient was staying on the couch not getting up, not eating or drinking fluid. She is now up and has been intermittently throughout the last several days. She is eating intermittently and interacting more. He was also able to give me information as to the fact that she was toileting and she was changing her clothes and that other people were coming in and helping her to shower. It is clear that his presence has been benefit to patient in a very positive manner.

DIAGNOSES: End-stage vascular dementia, CKD, HTN, atrial fibrillation, and wheelchair bound.

ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/22 note.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Mechanical soft.

HOSPICE: Traditions.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient seated in wheelchair, makes eye contact, in good spirits.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 135/95, pulse 77, temperature 97.6, respirations 18, weight 125 pounds down 16 pounds within the past four weeks.
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NEURO: Orientation x1. Expressive aphasia with moments where she has clear sentences. Cooperative to exam and was affectionate wanting to give me a hug.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is moving her limbs and propelling her wheelchair around the room. No lower extremity edema.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. End-stage vascular dementia. The patient appears to have turned a corner having her friend be with her, appears to have had a positive affect. She is getting up and getting dressed, comes to the dining room for meals. He transports her in her wheelchair. She has got increased socialization just with his presence and a television which they were not able to get fixed before will now have entertainment in the room. We will monitor her weight. I have spoken with her daughter/POA Mary Vaughn who is really pleased with the change and the hope is that her friend Ron will be able to live in the facility so that they can continue their longtime friendship.

2. Nausea: Zofran 4 mg q. a.c and will monitor for any benefit.
