CC: Dysuria and itching under arm cast.
HPI: An 84-year-old who has a cast on her left wrist and forearm after a fall resulting in fracture. She is scratching outside of the cast and wants to know how she can get in under was scratching. I did tell her that there are some small blunt-ended things that she can just very carefully try to scratch, but otherwise she just needs to leave it alone. She has also had dysuria for the last couple of days. She has a history of UTIs. However, there have been times where she was symptomatic that her UA was negative. Sleeping good, pain managed and has a friend from facility that spends a lot of time with her which is a good companionship.
DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia with progression, left wrist fracture, HTN, depression, OAB, and HLD.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/22/22 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: NCS.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert, appears in good spirits.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 136/70, pulse 74, temperature 97.6, respirations 18, and O2 sat 96%.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Left wrist and distal forearm in cast which is intact and clean. I just told her to rub around the outside of it and quit trying to get in there to scratch.

2. Dysuria. UA with C&S and we will start AZO one p.o. b.i.d. x3 days with antibiotic treatment if indicated per C&S.
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
