History: Mr. Ramsey is a 65-year-old white male who had a total right knee replacement surgery. He had problem with high sugars and his surgery was canceled. I started him on pioglitazone and Ozempic injection 0.25 mg once a week and with increasing dose to 0.5 mg total of six weeks. The patient somehow has not taken any Ozempic. He states he had good response to Ozempic. I gave him a sample of Ozempic Pen today. He was due for pioglitazone refill and I think he has improved so much so we are going to discontinue pioglitazone and keep him on Ozempic, one sample and a prescription of Ozempic given. The patient is due for another A1c, CBC, and CMP. He is having about 122-degree flexion of his right knee. He is still going for physical therapy. He still has swelling of the right leg. His knee doctor is aware of the swelling of the right leg as well as the right knee and he states all these are postop changes. He was given Celebrex initially, but he is off Celebrex. His medication list reconciled. Of all the diabetes medicines, I have decided to discontinue pioglitazone at this time. He is to continue his methotrexate. He is off Celebrex also that Dr. Seabolt had started him on. Overall, the patient is doing good. Rest of the exam is as in the chart. Lot of discussion about postsurgical care of Bruce Ramsey done. I will see him in the office sometime next month.
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
