History: Ms. Chahal is a pleasant Asian female and she states she is still not feeling the best. She had some episode of left shoulder pain and she was concerned if this was coming from the heart. She states she almost went to the emergency room, but then it went away, so she waited. She was recently admitted for UTI as well as atrial fibrillation. She continues to be in atrial fibrillation. Ms. Chahal is in atrial fibrillation still. Her rate is under 100. She states she had an appointment followup with her cardiologist, but he had to be out of town, so it was canceled and she is not able to get another appointment. The patient states she is going to stop by soon at their office to see what the problem is. The patient still continues to be in AFib. No treatment by Brazos Rhythm or consultation has been done for her AFib and I think it is this AFib that is not making her feel well. She is not running fever. Vitals are as in the chart. I am planning to do a CBC, CMP and do a UA and urine for culture and sensitivity and I will see her in the office on 07/12/2022. She wants to know if she can go to Detroit on 07/16/2022 for some family function and, as the patient is taking medicine, it is all right. She wanted refill of her losartan 25 mg a day and Eliquis 5 mg twice a day, which was done. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.

The Patient’s Problems:

1. Atrial fibrillation with controlled ventricular response. The patient is on Eliquis. The patient is on chronic anticoagulation.
2. Possible UTI.

3. Hypertension.

4. Type II diabetes mellitus.

Plan: Plan is to check UA, BNP, urine for culture, CBC and CMP.
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
