The patient presents with history of blister inside lip, with complaints of slight pain.
PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient reports lesion on right lower lip for the past two weeks, getting “larger”, severe symptoms. Complains of shortness of breath when running and peeing without history of asthma and also reports left upper stomach pain for the past two days. He had a history of constipation since he was born, states relieved with lactulose, given refilling.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of chest pain several months ago with negative evaluation; seen in hospital ER.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Cystic lesion right lower lip x 8 mm. Remainder of the head, eyes, ears, nose and throat examination is within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative for edema or tenderness or restricted range of motion. Skin: Without signs or rash or discoloration. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Lesion on right lower lip, was treated with silver nitrate sticks.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Musculoskeletal chest pains, constipation by history, *__________* lesion, oral mucosa, questionable *__________* asthma.
PLAN: The patient was given a refill on lactulose and was also given an albuterol inhaler to take as necessary, take before exercise *__________*. Advised to follow up with Texas Children’s Hospital pediatrician if symptoms continue *__________* evaluations of symptoms. Increase fiber and fruits and vegetables.
