The patient is seen with complaints of sore throat, headache and runny nose for three days.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Cough, sore throat, fever, chills, and flu-like symptoms for four days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past Medical History: See old records.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose, and throat: Pharyngeal inflammation in the pharynx. Remainder of head, eyes, ears, nose, and throat within normal limits. Neck: Supple without adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Without tenderness or restricted range of motion. Skin: Without rash or lesions. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
Strep screen was positive.
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Influenza-like symptoms with strep pharyngitis.
PLAN: The patient is given prescription of amoxicillin to take for 10 days. Follow up as needed.
