CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of a screw in his left index finger with swelling and pain for the past two and half days.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Hand particularly the left index finger with a screw from screwdriver five days ago, now with increasing inflammation and pain in the past couple of days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Thyroid condition.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: “Nerve pill.”
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN and CODEINE.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory. Smokes one pack per day.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past Medical History: He has had a CVA with right hemiparesis.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Extremities: Left index finger with swelling and erythema with puncture wound with slight drainage without fluctuance. Wrist within normal limits. Elbow and forearm within normal limits. Arm and shoulder within normal limits. Neurovascular and tendon without injury. Skin: Without abnormalities. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Head and Neck: Within normal limits. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly.
IMPRESSION: Early cellulitis with early abscess formation to the left proximal index finger.
PLAN: The patient was given an injection of Rocephin 1000 mg and prescription for Bactrim and doxycycline with C&S obtained. To follow up in three to four days for followup evaluation. Topical care with Betadine soaks.
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
