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The patient tells me that he was involved in traumatic brain injury.  Starting in 2005, the patient was in Iraq.  The patient was stationed in Iraq.  The patient tells me that he had multiple head injury from martial arts training.  Specifically, the patient tells me that he was in various martial arts training.  The patient has multiple strikes to the head.  The patient head was slammed on the ground many times.  The patient tells me that some of these were very violent hit to the head.  It is all round the head.  The patient tells me that every time he gets the headache, the patient becomes confused and disoriented.  The patient will have instant headaches.
The patient denies any loss of consciousness.  Denies any hemiparesis. 
The patient tells me that he has so many hit in the head, the patient does not remember how many.  It is throughout his career.
The patient tells me that since these incidents, the patient has mental fogginess.  The patient has difficulty in concentration.  Difficulty sleep.  Loss of the memory.  Insomnia.  Difficulty remembering.  The patient also has significant inability to focus.
The patient still currently in the active military.  The patient tells me that he used to be a good recruiter for the military.  He tells me that decrease in memory and mental fogginess has prevented him from effectively recruiting.  The patient tells me that he is difficult to remember people’s name.  The patient had difficulty to focus, difficulty to remember numbers.  The patient will get confused very easily.  The patient has significant mental fogginess.  The patient has difficulty to follow conversations.  The patient tells me that he was not able to perform well as a recruiter for the military.
