PATIENT NAME: Watters, Jimmy

SUBJECTIVE: The patient is doing well. He had a blood test done on June 29th and his BUN is 25, creatinine 1.37, and GFR 54. Previously in September 2021, his BUN was 18, creatinine 1.14, and GFR 68. Now, he has developed chronic kidney disease stage III or dehydration.

PLAN: The patient is taking metolazone 5 mg every other day. We will decrease it metolazone 5 mg every Monday and Thursday. If he develops shortness of breath or swelling of legs he will go back to metolazone 5 mg every other day. He will continue Lasix 40 mg, two tablets in the morning. He will get CMP done in about one month at a Quest Laboratory. He will be seen again in three months.
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
