PATIENT NAME: Watson, Rosa

DATE OF SERVICE: 06/30/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient was seen for transitional care. The patient was initially admitted at Medical Center Hospital from June 16, 2022 to June 20, 2022 by Dr. Wilkenfeld for laparoscopic cholecystectomy but it needed to be changed to open cholecystectomy. Pain management was done and she was discharged home in improved condition on June 20, 2022. However, she needed a readmission on June 25, 2022 to June 28, 2022. Postoperative diagnosis was intraabdominal abscess post procedure. The patient was opened up in the emergency room with purulent drainage and treated with twice daily dressing changes throughout her stay. Her WBC count was elevated initially, but it came down gradually. Interventional radiology was consulted for drainage of right upper quadrant fluid collection. Following drainage from the IR drain, the patient had possible bile leak, which was confirmed by HIDA scan. The patient subsequently underwent ERCP ultimately there a cystic duct leak likely from back pressure. The patient is improving. She has JP output drain at present. She has appointment to see Dr. Wilkenfeld next week. The patient is on oral Augmentin 875 mg twice a day with food at present. Her blood sugars are about 200.

PLAN: The patient is currently on Tresiba insulin 20 units daily and it will be increased to 26 units daily. The patient will monitor blood sugars at home and she is advised to call us the blood sugar next week. If blood sugars remain high from 26 units we will go to 30 units after four more days. She will be seen again in one month. Home health will be requested.
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
