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Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Pitts comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. He states that he lost vision on the right side approximately 15 years ago in relation to trauma. He had an eye examination at the Kresge Institute and was told to wear safety glasses. He has not had surgery to the eyes. He states that the vision with the left eye has been declining over the past seven years. He does not wear glasses.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is no light perception on the right and 20/70 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of plano on the right and –2.00 –1.00 x 017 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.25 measures 20/70 on the left side at 14 inches. The pupils are round and reactive. An afferent defect is not appreciated. The muscle balance is orthophoric as measured with a penlight. Applanation pressures are 12 on both sides. The mirror test shows tracking with each eye, separately. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination is unremarkable. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.4 on both sides. There is no edema. There is no atrophy. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Goldmann visual field testing utilizing a III4e stimulus without correction and with questionable reliability shows the absence of a visual field on the right side and 85 degrees of horizontal field on the left side.

Assessment:
1. Myopia.

2. Astigmatism.

Mr. Pitts does not show pathology that would explain the loss of vision on the right side and the decreased vision on the left side. When inquired about his work history, he states that he has not had a job since 2006 when he was a cook at a local fast food restaurant. He states that he stopped working for nonmedical reasons. Based upon today’s findings, one would expect him to have a good prognosis. In particular, I believe that Mr. Pitts can read small and moderate size print, use a computer, and avoid hazards in his environment. As well, he can distinguish between small objects.
